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Board hikes tuition, 
hears LTD update

At its March 9 meeting, the 
LCC' s Board ofEducation unani­
mously agreed 
to raise tuition 
for classes $4 
per credit hour. 
The board also 
heard a report 
that the City of 
Eugene has ap­
proved a plan 
that will miti­
gate downtown 
parking losses. 

The $4 in­
crease in 1994-
95 will offset a 
projected $1.3 
million budget 
shortfall, and 
put the tuition LCC charges in line 
with other community colleges in 
the state, LCC President Jerry 
Moskos told the board. But he 
warned that class fees and student 

body fees may be higher at Lane 
than other schools. 

In 1994-95 LCC will charge: 
•$30 per credit hour for in­

state students 
•$105 per 

credit hour for 
out-of-state/in­
ternational stu- . 
dents 

•$48 per 
credit hour for 
Adult High 
School students 

•$50 per 30 
hour noncredit 
classes. 

Board mem­
bers rejected 
proposals to cut 
some instruc­
tional programs 
in order to bal­

ance next year's budget. 
But they approved five budget 

reduction strategies that will save 
LCC approximately $290,000.

LCC mourns the deaths 
of two staff members

LCC lost two valued and re­
spected employees in March. 

Ron Van Scoyoc, counselor at , 
the Downtown Center and theLCC 
campus in Florence, died Tuesday, 
March 8, of a heart attack. He was 
60 years old. 

LCC biology instructor Jay 
Marston died Saturday, March 19 
at the age of 52 of cancer. 

Van Scoyoc was a counselor 
for many years at various California 
high schools and community col­
leges. He discovered LCC while 
on a one-year exchange from Or­
ange Coast Community College 
and liked the campus so much he 
retired from his position at OCCC 
and accepted a job at Lane in 1989 
as an outreach counselor. 

"He lived life the way he be­
lieved it should be lived," says 
LCC Counselor John Winquist. 

Van Scoyoc was a caring and 
thoughtful person who contributed 
his time and money when he be- ' 
lieved there was a need for it, says 
Winquist. Van Scoyoc also had a 
sense of adventure, a love for the 
outdoors, and a fondness for mu­
sic, he continues. Winquist believes 
that with Van Scoyoc' s death, LCC 
has lost his free spirit and positive 
influence on people. 

"He was the best friend I ever 
had," says Winquist

NASA marches on UO museum

LCC Native American students joined with 
tribal people from the area and around the country 
in a March 12 demonstration at the UO to protest 
what they called the Anthropology Department's 
desecration of ancient, sacred burial and ceremo­
nial grounds. 

in Oregon," WVSSPC member Calvin Hecota 
told the crowd. "We ask that our ancestors be 
handed over for immediate reburial and that 
every sacred artifact be put back in the ground." 

There are more than 200 remains in paper 
sacks and boxes at the UO alone, Hecota claimed. 

Museum Director Don Dumond says he was 
not in his office when the demonstrators arrived 
and was unaware of their demands. 

The Willamette Valley Sacred Sites Preserva­
tion Committee, which sponsored the demonstra­
tion, brought a list of demands that the group 
wants the Museum of Natural History and the UO 
to meet. 

Following a ceremony at the UO Native 
American Student Union Long House - led by 
Wintu tribe spiritual leader Charlene Ward from 
Mount Shasta, Cal.- the crowd of more than 
200, accompanied by drums and songs, marched 
to the museum where native artifacts are on dis­
play. 

"We are a m~st holy peaceful people," said 
Carol Logan, WVSSPC member. "We have no 
bombs,nomilitary,nobigbuildings. Weareonly 
trying to educate these people. The Creator put 
us here and gave us instructions to live by. 
Digging up the graves of our ancestors violates 
these laws. You can't get lower than stealing 
from the dead," Logan said. 

The group demanded the UO: 
•Stop all teachings which suggest that ab­

original people and ways of life exist only in the 
past and are insignificant in today's world; 

"The reason we are here today is because 
polite diplomacy has not worked for us in the past

Democrats go back to school

State Democratic Party hope­
fuls and their campaign workers 
went back to school atLCC Satur­
day, March 26. 

Oregon State House and Sen­
ate Democrats held their 1994 
campaign school to prepare can­
didates to the Oregon Legislature 
for the elections later this year. 
LCC hosted an estimated 75 party 
members, including candidates, 
campaign managers, and student 
interns. 

"The setting's right, the 
weather's right, the teacher's are 
right," said keynote speaker Rep. 
Peter Courtney, the House Demo­
cratic leader. "The people are very 

good - they'll learn a lot if the 
individuals roll up their sleeves." 

Steve Candee, LCC Political 
Science instructor, arranged for 
the democrats to use LCC 's facili­
ties if some of his political science 
interns could sit in on the private 
strategy sessions. 

The democrats agreed on the 
condition that the LCC interns 
volunteer to work on candidates' 
campaigns. 

"The deal was, the space for 
free," said Linda Gilbert, Caucus 
Administrator of the House 
Democrats. "In exchange for pro­
viding scholarships to the school 
for the students who will work on 
the campaigns as interns." 

Sen. Peter Sorenson - who 
also chairs theLCC.BoardofE-1 .. _ 

cation-and Courtney welcomed 
the democrats to LCC and the 
campaign school. Courtney 
stressed the new importance of 
citizen ballot initiatives to candi­
dates to public office. Often the 
ballot measures are more impor­
tant than the candidate's oppo­
nent, Courtney told the group. 

After the welcome speeches 
and an overview, the group split 
in two, with sessions on fund rais­
ing, outreach and media for can­
didates, and sessions on outreach 
and the nuts and bolts of cam­
paigning for managers. 

The exodus of experienced 
legislators from office has some 
democratic staffers concerned,

Storm brings death in Southeast 

A deadly storm struck the Southeast during Palm Sunday weekend, 
' killing 38 people. Twenty were killed and.90 injured when a tornado 

struck a church on Palm Sunday in Piedmont, Ala. The tornado 
struck Goshen Methodist Church with 140worshippers inside about 
11 :30 am. Other fatalities include tornadoes killing a person in a car 
and another in an Alabama park; six people killed in a mobile home 
in Georgia; a hiker drowned in the Great Smoky Mountains of Tenn.; 
and a person was killed by a lightning bolt while standing in front of 
his house in Charolotte, N.C. 

Zulu protest turns deadly in South Africa 
Thirty-one people were killed and more than 900 injured Mon­

day, March 28, as a Zulu protest in South Africa against all-race 
elections turned the streets of Johannesburg into a battleground. The 
Zulu nationalists came to the streets to demand that KwaZulu - the 
homeland created under apartheid - be exempt from the national 
elections set for April 26-28. The four race leaders within the country 
met on Wednesday and Thursday to prevent further violence. 

Felony to interfere with logging in Idaho 
Idaho governor Cecil Andrus signed a bill on Monday. March 28, 

making it a felony to "halt, impede, obstruct or interfere" with lawful 
logging practice. The bill, which Andrus opposed earlier, would take 
effect July 1. It originated when protesters from Earth First! were 
arrested last summer for disrupting an Idaho County logging opera­
tion. 

Woman shot and killed in Springfield 
Arlene Hunt, 41, was killed when she interrupted a phone 

conversation to answer the front door of her Springfield home and 
was fatally shot in the head on Monday, March 28. Clark Jennings 
was arrested in a Eugene hotel late Monday night and charged with 
the shooting. Jennings' motive for the shooting is reportedly an 
obsession with Hunt since hemetheratherfather' schurch during the 
early years of the Vietnam war.

Police continue abduction investigation

The Eugene Police Department is still actively 
investigating allegations that an LCC student ab­
ducted a Eugene woman at gunpoint in January. 

A Feb. 15 article by Register-Guard columnist 
Karen Mccowan raised concerns among LCC 
students when they learned the suspected kidnap­
per has not been charged, and is still at large. 

"At this point there is conflicting evidence in the 
case," says Tim Birr, public safety information 
officer for the City of Eugene. "(The police de­
partment) is still examining evidence and at­
tempting to gather information regarding the 
incident." • 

The Eugene woman - who is also an LCC 
student - told police that she was kidnapped by a 
man in a pickup truck on Jan. 30 on Willamette 
Street in Eugene. She managed to escape when her 
captor slowed down going around a comer a few 
minutes later. 

Three days later, on Feb. 3, a man was arrested 
for forcing a woman from his pickup truck at 
gunpoint. Police say the man picked up the woman 
- identified as a prostitute - and took her to an 
apartment where they engaged in consensual sex. 

Afterward, they argued about payment, but left 
the apartment in his truck to go to a bank machine. 
On the way, the woman said the man pulled a gun 
and forced her from his car. 

The woman reported the incident and police 
arrested the man on fourth-degree assault and 
menacing charges. But the woman refused to sign a 
complaint so no charges could be filed. 

The next day the kidnap victim identified the 
man from a photo line-up. However, police didn't 
have enough corroborating evidence to hold him. 

Police notified the kidnap victim that they were 
going to release the suspect and they gave her his 
name and address. But they neglected to tell her the 
suspect was also an LCC student. 

A week after she had identified his photograph, 
she turned a corner in LCC's Center Building and 
found herself looking at the man she says abducted 
her. After that surprise meeting, she called Mc Cowan 
and supplied information that led to the Feb. 15 
Register-Guard column. 

After McCowan's article, the LCC's Women's 
Center scheduled a series of support/informational 
sessions. Some errors crept into Mc Cowan' s article, 
however, so she published corrections. 

On Feb. 18, The Torch published a short front 
page article recording information from McCowan • s 
article and statements from the Eugene Police De­
partment. Several students expressed frustration 
that the suspect's identity hasn't been released, 
citing public safety concerns. 

Eugene Police are still investigating ihe case, but 
so far the district attorney's office hasn • t sought an 
indictment. Until the man is arrested and charged 
with a crime, any allegation of guilt is libelous. The 
standard for a newspaper - even quoting private 
individuals - is that statements about a person 
must be provably true. 

"Our policy is clear cut," says Birr. "release of a · 
suspect's name before an arrest or citation is libel­
ous." 

It was an exceptional step, Birr explains, to 
release the name of the suspect to the victim.

In an act of courage, last Octo­
ber Jay Mar_ston announced to 
colleagues at LCC that he was 
dying from inoperable cancer. 

He then helped establish the Jay 
Marston Endownment Fund to 
provide scholarships to science 
students who need financial help. 
Science Department Chair Tom 
Wayne says Marston set up the 
fund because of his strong dedi­
cation to education and the fact 
that a small scholarship Marston 
once received kept him from drop­
ping out of college. 

Wayne says Marston helped 
construct the biology program at 
Lane when he joined the science

staff in 1968. He developed core 
programs for biology majors, and 
with other faculty members estab­
lished "biology-emphasis courses" 
- a new concept at that time for 
introductory biology in Oregon 
community colleges. 

Wayne says Marston was 
known for his personal style of 
interactive teaching and his focus 
on practical learning experiences. 
He often took his courses out of the 
classrooms and let his students 
experience nature first-hand. He 
won LCC' s Oustanding Instructor 
of the Year Award in 1979. 

"He was a really unique per­
son," says Wayne. "It is a tragic 
personal loss for everyone." 

Graduating Students! 

Wayne says that Marston was 
dedicated to education. He helped 
establish the present council gov­
ernance structure at Lane based on 
"shared decision making" concepts 
and was president of the LCC Edu­
cational Association for two years. 

Marston was an active member 
of the community and involved in 
the Mount Pisgah Arboretum So­
ciety.

These include the early retirement 
of Student Records Director Jolene 
Bowers, the elimination of an 
unfilled three-quarter-time coun­
seling position, and moving 
$100,000 bookstore revenue back 
into the school's general fund. 

Several students in the Cabinet 
and Furniture Making Program 
defended the program, which 
Moskus had suggested eliminating. 

•Larry Warford, vice president 
of LCC's Community and Eco­
nomic Development Branch, re­
ported that the Eugene City Coun­
cil approved a two-level addition 
to the Downtown Overpark. The 
move will replace 176 parking 
spaces that LCC's Downtown 
Center will lose to LTD' s proposed 
transfer station. 

The structure will provide 130 
parking spaces on each level at a 
projected cost of $2.8 million. 
LTD will pay $1.8 million and the 
City will pay $1 million. LTD will 
also provide group bus passes to 
employees of some downtown 
businesses and some LCC stu­
dents. 

Although the city council said 
it would not pay to build a sky­
bridge to the OTC, Warford says 
the agreement satisfies most of 
LCC's parking concerns. 

In other business, ASLCC 
President Steve Cheeseman gave 
board members copies of ASLCC 
referenda and student initiatives 
that ASLCC plans to place on the 
ballot before students on May 2, 
3, and 4. 

The referenda include an 
ASLCC -sponsored plan to charge 
students $5 per term to fund ad­
ditional athletic events at LCC, 
and a proposal to fund a campus­
wide group bus pass with an $8. 7 5 
student fee increase. The student 
sponsored inititatives include re­
quests from LCC's literary 
magazine Denali and the Native 
American Student Association 
that ASLCC fund them with a 
percentage of its revenue. The 
Torch will ask students to pay an 
additonal fifty cents per term to 
underwrite equipment and print­
ing costs. Currently no student fee 
money goes to The Torch. 

New student ID system 
slated for summer·term

The equipment has arrived to 
produce a new form of student 
photo identification cards. It 
should be up and running by 
summer term, says Barbara 
Delansky, director of Student Ac­
tivities. When the spring term 
rushdiesdown,StudentActivities 
staff will put the new system into 
action, rather than starting up the 
program during the busiest time 
of the term. 

For now, however, the card 
will be used for ID purposes only. 
Stu dents can swap their old cards, 
or they may continue to use their 
old cards. 

"What this new system will do 
is allow us to produce a student ID 
more quickly for less cost, with 
the addition of bar code and mag­
netic strip technology," says 
Delansky. 

The new equipment will heat-

transfer print and photos directly 
onto blank plastic cards, and will 
replace the Polaroid method cur­
rently in use. Delansky says the 
current materials are too expen­
sive. She stated that rising film 
costs and aging cameras amount 
to nearly $7,500 a year. 

Delansky noted the long term 
benifits of the magnetic-strip 
student ID system and asked 
ASLCC to consider purchasing it. 
ASL CC agreed to do so and looked 
into other ways to use the new 
system. 

Before workers ask students to 
line up for card making, techni­
cians are making sure the gear can 
be linked to LCC's Hewlett­
Packard mainframe, as is the 
current ID system. 

Delansky sees many uses in 
the future for the new photo ID 
cards. "It will provide a platform 
for other possible uses, such as 
debit/charge functions in Food 
Service and vending machines."

The campground was situated 
on the shore of California• s Smith 
River - one of the few remain­
ing undammed, wild rivers in the 
Northwest. 

Thursday morning I awoke to 
the sun shining through the cur­
tains of my van.

I 
hiked three miles to Stout 
Grove - which I learned con­
tained the highest density of the 
mighty redwoods in the park. 

The largest tree stood 340 feet 
high and measured 22 feet across 
the diameter.

The redwood trees in the park 
were divided into groves and 
named after people who contrib­
uted . large amounts of money to 
the Save The Redwoods League 
- an organization formed in 
1918 to protect the trees from 
logging.

I stood awed by the giants, but 
saddened by their impending 
doom. As each redwood sue­
cum bs to old age, fire, or disease, 
the species will be one step closer 
to extinction. 

I arrived back in Eugene Sat­
urday, after a week of commun­
ing with nature.

Student killed; 
twins arrested 

Tiffany Elizabeth Webber, an 
LCC student in 1992, was mur­
dered on March 26. 

Oregon State Police arrested 
Geoffrey Wayne Gerg and Daniel 
James Gerg - 19-year-old twin 
brothers - after Webber's death. 

Geoffrey Gerg was charged 
with first-degree murder, his bail 
was set at $50,000, and Daniel 
Gerg - Webber's boyfriend -
was charged with unlawful 
posession of a short-barreled .22-
caliber rifle, his bail was set at 
$30,000. 

Lane County District Attorney 
Doug Harcleroad stated that state 
police investigator's evidence in­
dicates the rifle was loaded by 
someone other than Geoffrey 
Gerg, and that he just "pulled the 
trigger." 

The Gerg brothers claimed that 
the shooting was an accident. 

A 17-year-old male was also 
present at the time of Webber's 
shooting· - but no charges have 
been made against him.

said Gilbert, and term limits will 
only make it worse. 

"With 25 of 90 leaving, re­
placements in the House will be 
new - the Senate will get refer­
rals from the House - we're 
looking at a challenge. When term 
limitsreallykickin,in 1999, we'll 
have to be much more sensitive," 
she explained. 

Courtney agreed that the loss 
of experience would hurt. 

"Grisly old 'Master Sergeants' 
are needed; we need a number of 
veterans. I am worried about some 
of the great legislators we• ve lost," 
he mused. "Most discouraging is 
the negativism. There is no atmo­
sphere to support hard decisions 
- there is a lot of hate and anger 
and mean-spiritedness. It gets in 
the way of public debate." 

House district 43 volunteer' 
coordinator Dan Matten - a stu­
dent intern - said he had picked 
up a lot helpful practical tips to 
take home.

The March 9 LCC Board of Education 
meeting opened with an anguished plea 
for help from LCC President Jerry Moskos. 

The school's administration is desper­
ately seeking clues to the whereabouts of 
nearly 200 employees lost during his orga­
nizational restructuring. The college needs 
more help to find them. 

But board members announced they 
are be too busy to help. 

"We've had reports that they've been 
seen at a McDonalds in Moscow, a World 
Wrestling Federation tourney in Tampa, 
Fla. and at Wildlife Safari near Roseburg," 
exclaimed Moskus as he lit another ciga­
rette from his last. "We need more search­
ers to check these leads." 

No one knows where nearly half the 
Office oflnstruction and all of the Student 
Services Branch can be found after the 
restructuring containment field ruptured 
March 6, causing spontaneous fusion be­
tween the two branches.

A national study released by the Founda­
tion of Regaining Good Educational Tech­
niques reports that Oregon colleges and uni­
versities are more likely to forgetinfonnation 
after several hours of studying than students 
from other states. 

FORGET dire.ctor JackPiercesays that 10 
students from each state were given one 
chapter from a UnitedStatesHistorytextbook 
and required to study it All but one Oregon 
student failed the examination following the 
study period. 

Uniquely, Hawaiian students earned the 
highest test scores among the remaining 48 
states. Hawaiian students earned an 87 per­
cent or better on the exam. California placed 
second, with Texas third. 

"This study proves a hypothesis I've be­
lievedforalongtime," saysPierce. "Memory 
retention is directly related to he amount of 
sunlight the subject receives. It's no wonder 
Oregon students get such bad grades, it's all 
that damn rain." 

The Foundation of Regaining good Edu­
cational Techniques conducted a national 
survey on 500 students from colleges and 
universities around the country to find out 
which state's pupils have the highest per­
centage of forgetfulness after a couple hours 
of studying. • 

Then students from each state were given 
one chapter of a U.S. History textbook and 
askedtostudyitfortwo hours.In the following 
test results, Hawaiian students placed first, 
with Californian and Texan students placing 
second and third,respectively, says FORGET 
dire.ctor Jack Pierce.
