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Former ASLCC president 
threatens college with lawsuit 
regarding OSPIRG student fee

Calling the Oregon Student Public 
Interest Research Group a "political 
organization," former ASLCCPresident 
Bill Hollingsworth, along with his wife 
Lisa, past ASLCC senator Jeff Fernandes, 
and several current LCC students will 
seek legal action against LCC unless the 
college reforms its student fee structure 
for the LCC chapter of the Oregon Stu­
dent Public Interest Research Group. 

Fernandes says this is the first step in 
a process to eliminate LCC's mandatory 
student fees, or revise them to be com­
pletely voluntary. 

The Hollingworths and Fernandes 
are clients of the Pacific Legal Founda­
tion located in Sacramento, Cal. PLF 
attorneys Alan Foutz and Gregory 
McCracken will handle any future legal 
proceedings for the plaintiffs at no 
charge, unless the foundation loses the 
case. 

Hollingsworth was elected president 
for the 1992-93 college year, but resigned 
in February of 1993. 

The Plantiff's Reasons 
Hollingsworth told The Torch this 

weekhehasnoproblem withanOSPIRG 
chapter on campus, but says no student 
should be required to pay student fees 
to support a campus organization they 
don't agree with idealogically or politi­
cally. 

''I'm trying to prevent them [current 
and future LCC students] from the 
Constitutional indignitythatl suffered," 
explains Hollingsworth. 

As an example, he says, "A feminist 
would be extremely unpleased if they 
would be supporting a chapter of Op­
eration Rescue [a national anti-abortion 
organiution] at LCC." 

Foutz says the PLF, which operates 
with contributions from private con­
tributors, accepted Fernandes and the 
Hollingsworths as clients because their 
issue is one "we are very familar with." 

FoutzsaysPLFlawyersargued before 
the California Supreme Court in 1993 

overasimilarissue.Inthatcase-Smith 
v. Regents of University of California­
the court ruled First Amendment rights 
were violated by the use of the fees to 
support political and ideological groups 
and that the only practical way to pro­
tect those students' rights would be to 
implement a fair refund procedure. 

Foutz's main argument is that, under 
the First Amendment, every American 
is entitled freedom of speech, "as well as 
the freedom not to speak." Foutz believes 
that the literature Hollingsworth sent 
him about OSPIRG is political in nature. 
Sinceitdoesn'trepresentHollingworth's 
political views, Hollingsworth - and 
other students at LCC- should not be 
forced to pay a mandatory student fee 
to fund an OSPIRG chapter. 

Foutz sent two letters to the college, 
dated Nov. 7 and Jan. 16. In both, he 
stated his clients' positions in the mat­
ter, but added that the issue could be 
solved ''by the simple expedience of 
providing students ... with a box that 
can be checked by students who wish to 
contribute to OSPIRG." The LCC 
administation didn't respond to the 
initial letter, says Foutz. 

The second letter said, ''In the event 
LCC fails to recogniz.e the students' 
rights of speech and association that are 
implicated by this financing method, 
those students will seek to have their 
rights protected in what forum is nec­
essary." 

Linda Fossen, vice president of Stu­
dent Services, responding to the second 
letter, said that since student voters 
approved an on-campus OSPIRG 
chapter in a valid election, the chapter 
has every legal right to be on campus 
and collect student fees. 

In response, PLF attorney Gregory 
McCracken's March 6 letter said, ''If 
LCC is willing to voluntarily adopt such 
a student fee system to fund OSPIRG, 
please inform me of this fact at your 
earliest convenience. Until I hear from 
you, I will continue the preparation of 
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Assorted drug paraphernalia and controlled sub­
stances.

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Volunteers combat hunger and homelessness

To help combat hunger and 
homelessness in the local area, 
and atthe national and interna-

• tional levels, LCC' s Oregon 
Student Public Interest Re­
search Group chapter is par­
ticipating in the national 
"Hunger Cleanup." 

"The hunger cleanup is the 
largest day of volunteering in 
the nation," says Amir Shayan, 
coordinator of Lane's OSPIRG 
Hunger Cleanup Campaign. 

To raise money, interested 
volu_nteers give their time at 
community work sites and ob-

tain pledges from individuals, 
businesses and community or­
ganizations for the work. Vol­
unteers will work at the sites 
from noon to 3 p.m. on April 8. 

"Our goal of the project is to 
have five work sites, to raise 
$2,000 on behalf of LCC, and 
have 100 volunteers," explains 
Shayan. 

OSPIRG will return 50 per­
cent of the pledges to agencies 
in the community to continue 
the fight against hunger and 
homelessness. 

Thirty-five percent will go 
to the HSCAHH to assist with 
its domestic hunger and 
homelessness projects. 

The final 15 percent goes to 
HSCAHH's international 
projects to combat poverty 
overseas. 

The Hunger Cleanup Com­
mittee selected the Place of 
Peace in Eugene - an emer­
gency overnight youth center 
- as its primary work site. 
Other sites include Jasper 
Mountain, a home for abused 
children; Sheltercare, homeless 
family housing; and the Red 
Cross. 

Scheduled to open May 15, 
the Place of Peace will house 25 
homeless teens every night. It 
will be located at 834 7 St., in 
the basement of the First Evan-

gelical Church. The shelter will 
accept homeless teens on a "first 
come, first served" basis. In co­
operation with the 4-J School 
District, the Place of Peace will 
offer tutoring to help get the 
teens back in school. 

Place of Peace will use its 
donations from the Hunger 
Cleanup to buy 25 foam mat­
tresses, says executive director 
Katherine Amber. She says the 
volunteers will clean the church 
basement so that contractors 
can repair and install the 
shelter's plumbing and wiring. 

The repairs and installations 
are necessary so the shelter can 
qualify for a city operating per-
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mit, she explains. 
''This is our way of doing 

something concrete to show 
LCC,as well as the community, 
that OSPIRG is here," says 
Shayan . 

He says the biggest goal of 
the Hunger Cleanup is to help 
individuals learn the impor­
tance of volunteering, and 
educate themselves about 
hunger and homelessness. 

Shayan has invited Eugene 
Mayor Ruth Bascom and city 
council members to the event.

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OSPIRG Funding 
The University of Oregon ASUO 

Programs Finance Committee re­
cently voted to deny OSPIRG funding 
for its activities on the U of O cam­
pus. 

Students at LCC are also incensed 
that we have to pay mandatory fees 
that go to leftist/ socialist organiza­
tions such as OSPIRG, which "front'' 
for groups such as Earth First.

Hill takes time to relax at 

home by kicking back and 
watching some television or 
taking some time to read. 

On Tuesday and Wednes­
day Hill reads and revises Torch 
copy so that by Thursday the 
production crew can format 
them, proof them, and paste 
them on large sheets for print­
ing at the Springfield News. Hill 
remains until deadline - usu­
ally at midnight. 

On Friday the paper hits the 
stands and after looking over 
the final copy Hill takes a little 
time to relax. 

His schooling and position 
as editor keep Hill on the LCC 
campus an excess of 50 hours a 
week, but his work doesn't end 
there. Hill will spend 20 hours 
working the weekend at Fred 
Meyer. Here the work is fast­
paced and demanding, but 
compared to the schedule the 
newspaper sets before him Hill 
finds the work less stressful. 

He admits he has little time 
for a social life. He looks to the 
friendshehasmadebothwithin 
and outside the Torch when he 
gets a chance to do anything. 

Opinions of Hill vary, but it 
is clear with a noticeably in­
creased readership that he has 
had some success. 

LCCPresidentJerry Moskus, 

who has seen many other col­
lege newspapers in his career 
in education, notices a better 
quality and standard to the 
Torch than that of the other 
papers. 

'Toe Torch has maintained 
a high level of quality through­
out the years, and this year is no 
exception," says Moskus. 

Hill's commitment to the 
paper has been felt by many of 
his co-workers. 

Torch columnist Libby Sa­
lem says, '1 remember having 
dreamsaboutChristiandressed 
in a Nazi outfit coming to my 
house to insure my story would 
be in on deadline." 

Hill hopes his greatest sue-
-cess is making the office of the 
Torch a livable environment 
and not a cold office visited 
only on deadline day. 

He even tolerates a regular 
circle of reporters around a light 
table who play cards in their off 
hours. 

Although some personality 
differences have caused the loss 
of some writers, his co-workers 
see Hill as a reliable manager. 

Hill plans to finish his 
schooling atLCCnextyearand 
transfer to the University of 
Oregon majoring in journalism. 

For now, the smell of wax 
continues to fill the office late 
into the Thursday nights.

tion students are on illegal 
drugs while at school. They 
smoke pot, eat hallucinogens 
and some do 
methanphetamines (crank, 
speed or crystal meth). 

He says that he has smoked 
pot and gone to class a few 
times, but doesn't feel pot can 
be abused. (He says abuse be­
gins to take place when the con­
sumer is having monetary 
problems due to their habit, or 
when the drugs come between 
relationships, jobs, school or 
anything else that was consid­
ered important before use be­
gan.) 

He says that some students 
often abuse add. He also says 
psilocyben (mushrooms)canbe 
used to expand themind,if used 
properly and occasionally. 

• An LCC credit student -
who says she could probably 
find weed or speed on campus 
in under half an hour - esti­
mates that 30 percent of LCC 
students are high on campus, 
while 60 percent of the popula­
tion uses them on occassion. 
She says the percentage at the 
UO would be higher because of 
the younger average age. 

She has used alcohol, pot, 
"shrooms," and I.SD, but says 
she doesn't abuse them. She 
says recreational use on occa­
sion is all right, but using drugs 
constantly to keep one's self at a 
certain level is abuse. 

• Another LCC credit stu-

dent, who is 45, estimates that 
60 percent of the students use 
illegal drugs, and 20 to 25 per­
cent of that portion of the stu­
dent body use drugs on cam­
pus. He says that he used pot 
and LSD 20 years ago, but he 
quit because he "had better 
things to do with my life." 

When asked what he thought 
of illegal drug users getting high 
at school, he said that they need 
to make up their mind. They 
shouldn't be going to school 
high because it's a waste of time 
and money. 

•One LCC credit student 
says she has never tried con­
trolled substances. She said she 
has seen the sideeffectsof drugs 
on the news and she has taken 
a class about drugs. 

''Some people die from us­
ing a drug once. It's not worth 
taking the chance," she says. 

She says that people who do 
decide to use illegal drugs 
should have the freedom to do 
it in their own home, as long as 
they don't harm anybody else, 
buttheysoouldn'tpushothersinto 
using drugs because everybody 
needs the opportunity to make 
that decision for tremselves. 

She estimates that 30 per­
cent of the students use illegal 
drugs on campus, while 60 
percent use illegal drugs on a 
regular basis. If occasional us­
ers are taken into account, she 
says that percentage increases 
to 80 percent.

our civil rights compliant, 
which will be filed soon, seek­
ing a statement from the court 
that the existing ASLCC Stu­
dent Activity Fee scheme vio­
lates the First Amendment and 
an order from the courts that 
LCC adopt the student fee sys­
tem I discussed above, plus 
costsofsuitandattomeys' fees." 

OSPIRG's Response 
OSPIRG campus organzier 

Ellen Huffaker disagrees com­
pletely with Hollingsworth's 
definition of OSPIRG as a "po­
litical organization." 

'1f you call voter registra­
tion and recycling efforts 'po­
litical,' then I guess we're po­
litical," explains Huffaker. 

'"Not a penny of student fees 
go toward lobbying," assures 
Huffaker. 

OSPIRG state board member 
David Jost calls the legal threat 
a "bullying tactic'' of the PLF so 
the college administration will 
beforcedtoreorganizestudent 
funding for OSPIRG. 

HuffakersaysstudentPIRGs 
are the easiest and most acces­
sible targets because of their 
effectiveness on college cam­
puses around the nation. She 

says 68 percent of the firm's 
revenue comes from corpora­
tions, including Exxon Gulf Oil 
and Alcoa. 

She says OSPIRG, as well as 
other campus organizations, 
offers an education that can't 
be offered in the classroom; that

'' the chapter contributes to the 
"marketplace of ideas" on the 
campus by focusing on current 
social issues, including hunger 
and homelessness and recy-
cling. . 

In the spring of 1990, stu­
dent votersapproved OSPIRG's 
request for a $2 student fee in­
crease per term to finance a 
chapter on the LCC main cam­
pus. Under a verbal agreement
