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LTD CHANGES ROUTES 
FOR SUMMER TERM 

Busses adjust 
routes, schedules 
for lower usage

The Lane Transit 
District has announced 
changes to some of its 
routes this summer, a 
move that could affect 
students getting to their 
summer classes on time. 

According to a press 
release from the bus 
company, these changes 
will be effective Sunday, 
June 12. During the 
summer, LCC and the 
University of Oregon "are 
still served, but with less 
demand LTD feels it's a 
better use of resources to 
scale back the frequency 
of service," Andy Vobora, 
Director of Marketing and 
Communications for LTD 
said. 

Vobora explained that 
during the summer, the 
number of bus passengers 
drops because not only 
LCC and University 
of Oregon have fewer 
students but also because 
the K-12 schools are 
on summer break. 
According to Vobora, 
LTD has approximately 
33,000 daily passengers 
on weekdays during the 
school year. However, the 
number of passengers per . 

day drops to approximately 
22,000 during the summer 
season. 

The service changes for 
this summer will include 
the cancellation of line 81 
LCC/Harris on Saturdays, 
while the 82 LCC/Pearl 
will follow its summer 
schedule. In addition, the 
92 Lowell/LCC has cut two 
of its daily weekday trips. 

Vobora clarified that 
"all services currently 
operating Spring Term 
will return in the 
fall," except for a "few 
minor adjustments and 
additions." One of these 
adjustments will be the 
relocation of the Lane 
County Fairgrounds 
Park & Ride for greater 
convenience during 
summer events. 

Currently, LTD is 
also working on projects 
to enhance its service. 
One of these projects is 
the development of_ the 
Franklin corridor for its 
bus rapid transit system, 
EmX. The Franklin 
corridor will run from 
the Eugene Station to the 
new Springfield Station 
and it is scheduled to start 
functioning in late 2006. 

EmX will also have 
a second corridor, the 
Pioneer Parkway, which 
will link Downtown 
Springfield and the 
areas of Gateway and 
River Bend. According 

to Vobora, this project is 
still in the " environmental 
review stage" and its 
construction is subject 
to federal grant funding. 
The Pioneer Parkway 
corridor is scheduled to be 
operation in 2010. 

New routes for LTD's 
most transited corridors 
are another of the District's 
projects. Changes for this 
project "may include 
traffic signal priority 
for the buses, changes 
to bus stop spacing and 
bus stop enhancements 
that include additional 
shelters," Vobora said. 
"The idea is to speed up 
the regular bus service 
and provide direct travel 
without transfers," he 
added. The River Road 
to LCC corridor is the first 
route scheduled for these 
changes. 

"LTD is excited about 
the partnership with the 
College [LCC] and the 
group pass program 
students fund," Vobora 
said. The group_ pass 
is paid by every credit 
student at LCC through 
the Transportation Fee 
of $16 every per term. 
Vobora added, "LTD 
hopes more students will 
take advantage of the pass 
program."

Million dollar gift 
adds to LCC' s diversity 
Anonymous gi~ clears path for f,rst Native 
American Language classes

LCC President Mary Spilde 
announced an endowed chair 
position in a board meeting last 
April that will help • start and 
oversee a sequence of Native 
American Language classes. 

"It came about as a result of 
working with a donor, a former 
student at Lane Community 
College, who had been very 
generous to the college in other 
ways through other donations . 
She wanted to make a gift to the 
college that would have a lasting 
impact," Spilde said. 

The anonymous $1 million 
dollar donation is currently 
invested and the interest will be 
used to fund the endowed chair 
position. 

"It is an enormous honor and 
it is ground breaking to have 

this kind of endowed chair. 
And it is an enormous honor 
to Native American people that 
this college wants to take this 
position and reflect it on their 
accomplishments and their 
language," Susan Carkin, Division 
Chair for Language, Literature, 
and Communications said. 

The endowed chair will work 
with a part-time teacher to put 
the program in the position for 
long-term teaching at LCC. 

"Once the 101 sequences are 
launched, part of our goal is to 
offer a 200 level sequence, work 
with tribal bench marks and State 
of Oregon assessment issues 
and get this course to count as 
a language course in the Oregon 
university system so that when 
you transfer, it is car.ried over," 
Carkin said.

French students awarded 
teaching positions in France 
French Ministry of Education bires four LCC 
students to-·teach English

The French Ministry of Education 
recognized four LCC students with 
government-paid teaching positions 
in various areas in France. Lara 
Coley, Ryan Jacobs, Bridget Sullivan 
and Stephanie Raub will depart 
for Fra:p.ce in September, 
where they will spend 
an entire school year 
teaching English • 
conversation 
classes. 

The Ministry of 
Education and Cultural 
Services at the French 
Embassy offers over 1,000 

a week and earn a stipend of 890 
Euros per month. 

Although the outcome of 
immersion is ultimately the same, 
each teaching position is very 

different. Coley will 
live in North 

France

The positions require only 
that participants be American 
citizens between the ages of 20 
and 34 and be either in the pursuit 
or possession of a college degree. 

"Anybody who has studied French 
is eligible," French instructor Fay 
D'Ambrosia said. 

D'Ambrosia and other French 
instructors encouraged their 
students to seize the opportunity 
back in October, as the application 
process spans over seven months. 

"[I told them] that it's the best 
way to improve their French, to 
live in the country and associate 
themselves with native speakers," 
D'Ambrosia said. 

The students will teach 12 hours 

where she will work at 
a preparatory school for English 
instructors, while Raub will 
work at an elementary school. 
The placement has little to do 
with students' requests, because 
positions must be filled wherever 
they are needed. • 

Still, D'Ambrosia stresses the 
benefits of the opportunity. 

"I think it's the best opportunity 
there is because you get paid, you're 
immersed in French and you get 
the reward of teaching your own

Saudi women's lives are different than 
what Americans "think they are. We can get an 
education and speak our minds while at the 
same time being true to our religion. 

Driving for women in Saudi Arabia is not 
prohibited by my religion and law does not 
prohibit it either. It is the custom we are used 
to. A lot of people ask me why women do not 
drive. I always answer them, "does the princess 
drive?" Saudi women are like princesses. When 
people hear we do not drive, they feel shocked. I 
think driving is not necessary and we don't need 
it because we have a lot of drivers, people who 
help us to go wherever we want. Some people 
think that driving gives them freedom but I 
think there is ·more to freedom than driving. 

In the days before Islam, .women suffered 
from mistreatment and oppression. All affairs 
were controlled by men; women and girls were 
oppressed and humiliated. An example of this 
was if a man died and left behind a wife, his 
son by another wife had the right to marry her 
and control her life, or prevent her from getting 
married again. 

Men were the only ones who could inherit 
property; women had no share. Men viewed 
women, whether they were mothers, daughters, 
or sisters, as a source of shame because they 
could be taken as prisoners, thus bringing 
shame upon the family. When the news of the 
birth of a female child was brought to any of 
them, his face became dark, and he was filled 
with inward grief. They were worried because 
women do not have the same value as men. 
Before Islam, men could bury their daughters. 
That never happened with boy children. 

When Islam came, it did away with 
oppression and established justice. It gave each 
person his or her rights. Furthermore, fetuses 
that were miscarried were worthy of respect and

male strangers how beautiful they are. Islam 
protects women in every way. Islam gives 
women every right they want. 

Media is unfair in the U.S. because they 
portray Middle Eastern people in a negative 
way. I wonder why they do not show both sides. 
They should be .honest. What do Americans see 
and hear about Muslims in the media? The only 
answer is terrorists. 

For instance, if an Arabic person makes a 
mistake, the media emphasizes that the person 
is Muslim. They do not mention other aspects 
of that person's character. They want to show us 
the bad things about Muslim people. 

I think there is a perception in the U.S. that 
all Muslims are terrorists. American people do 
not know that my religion is against terrorism. 
I know some terrorists come from the Middle 
East but that does not mean all people who are 
from there are terrorists.

They do not understand our religion well and 
they do not know what the right way is. 

I do not blame American people for believing 
what they see on TV because all they see is the 
bad side.

Women now in Saudi Arabia are happy with 
their lives. They do not feel deprived or that 
their lives are not as good as American women's 
lives. Muslims are peaceful people trying to do 
their best in•their day-to-day lives. Americans 
also want to do their best. If we understand 
each other, the world will change for the better. 

Saudi Arabia is a modern country. The media 
often portrays it as an old, backward country. I 
wish that Americans could see and understand 
the positive changes that have taken place in my 
country over the past 20 years.

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Near-death experience yields enlightenment 
Fear prohibits life's 
greatest pleasures 

''A life lived in fear is a life half 
lived." - Unknown. 

Last Saturday I saw Death. 
It came in the form of a two-ton 

truck, the bumper. of which sleeted 
by my driver's side window at about 
45 miles an hour as the truck was 

felt like there should be. It felt like 
I was supposed to have been hit by • 
that truck. I had done something 
incredibly stupid, risked the lives of 
myself and my friends, and by some 
lucky roll of the dice, we were all 
okay. 

I got away with it. 
Afterwards it was only me and 

my three passengers, like deer 
in the headlights, sitting in 

the middle of the 

re-pierce my ear frqm about halfway 
through. The pain was so bad I was 
told to lie down, because I looked 
like I was going to pass out. 

What was strange is that the 
feeling after having my ear pierced 
for a second time was oddly 
reminiscent of the feeling after 
missing the truck. I felt light-headed 
and short of breath. I was surprised 
that I had just experienced so much 
pain and was still okay. swerving to get out of my 

way. The accident, had

It put me right back in the 
moment when the truck went by, 
and I was convinced that was it, I 
was going to die ... and then I didn't. 

The chances we 
miss because of 
fear are gone 
forever, and by 
not taking the 
risk, we close 
ourselves off 
from unimagina-
ble ·possibilities ... 
we are afraid of 
the possibilities, • 

have technically been • 
my fault, although I 
wouldn't have known, 
because I would have 
probably been dead, 
along with my three passengers. 

In reality, the untimely swerve 
into oncoming traffic was also the 
fault of my copilot, who thought 
it would be funny to unexpectedly 
shift my automatic car into neutral 
as I was making an unprotected left 
turn at a four-way intersection. 

As the four of us stood in a 
nearby parking lot five minutes after 
the near miss, trembling, we came 
to the consensus that it's 40 percent 
my friend's fault and 60 percent 
mine. 

Since the incident, I've been a 
little different. I haven't felt like 
myself since then. I don't talk or 
laugh as often, and spend more time 
watching and listening. My friends, 
coworkers and parents have all 
commented on it. At first I couldn't 
put a finger on why I am behaving 
this way, but I think I am working 
my way around to it. 

As the driver of that car, it was 
ultimately me and only me who 
was responsible for the passengers' 
lives. In the news report the next 
day it would have been my name 
that was listed as the driver, and 
all the authorities and families 
involved would place the blame 
for the accident entirely on me. If I 
had survived the accident I would 
probably have been charged with 
vehicular manslaughter. At the very 
best, it would have ruined my life. 

But it didn't. The driver of the 
truck swerved just in time and 
didn't plow into my car. There were 
no ambulances, no police, no bloody 
bodies or mangled machines. But it

got out of the car, and went inside 
to wash off the mud we'd gotten on 
ourselves playing kickball. We went 
on breathing. 

I don't know how this brush with 
eternity has changed the passengers 
in my car. I can't pretend to know 
what goes on in someone else's 
head. 

We did sit and talk about it a 
little, and my partner in shame 
tried to reassure me that since the 
truck hadn't hit us, I shouldn't 
worry about it. For some reason 
that seemed wrong to me·, although 
I couldn't tell you why then and I 
can't tell you why now. 

Maybe it's because not worrying 
about it would mean not learning 
anything from it, or because not 
thinking about it would mean I 
didn't care that I had nearly killed 
us all. 

What is confusing is that I 
don't know how this has changed 
me, either. Now I sit instead of 
running; I hold my tongue instead 
of speaking; I look on instead of 
participating. I feel as though a part 
of me stopped that day the truck 
missed us, and what is left of me is a 
different person. 

On the Monday following the 
near-accident, I went to High 
Priestess Piercing and had the 
cartilage in my right ear pierced. 
Anyone who has had this piercing 
done can attest to how painful it 
is. The piercer ( who was extremely 
professional and sanitary) told me 
after it was done that the skin had 
moved unexpectedly, and he had to 

I suppose it made me realize that 
we, as human beings, are capable 
of experiencing amazing things. We 
can feel every type and intensity 
of emotion; pleasure, hatred, love, 
fear, pain. But as I go through my 
day, I experience feelings that pale 
in comparison to the way I felt after 
the truck and the piercing. I have 
never felt so alive as I did just after 
I was going to die. I have never felt 
such relief as I did just after the 
incredible pain in my ear ebbed 
away. And I don't want to give it up. 

I don't mean to say I'm going 
to start jumping out of planes and 
getting tattoos all over myself. 
But I have noticed that there are 
behaviors I have that limit me from 
experiencing life the way I want 
to. The most limiting behavior I 
have, that anybody has, is fear. I 
am scared of failure, of rejection, 
of pain and sadness, and because 
of that I have found myself always 
playing it safe. 

Fear is like black sunglasses on a 
pretty day. It makes everything dull, 
indistinct, and dark. It forces you to 
experience the world only halfway, 
leaving you guessing about the 
things you could not bring yourself 
to do. What ifl kissed him? What if 
I auditioned? What if I stood up for 
myself? What if? 

The truck made me realize that 
the chances we miss because of fear 
are gone forever, and by not taking 
the risk, we close ourselves off from 
unimaginable possibilities. 

There is so much grief in our 
lives because we are afraid of the 
possibilities, when the possibilities 
are the things we should be looking 
forward to. 

· when the 
possibilities are 
the things we 
should be looking 
forward to. 

And so I have decided to change 
myself into the kind of person I ' 
want to be. I am going to try my 
hardest to confront my fears and 
open the doors I closed because I 
was too chicken to face what might 
be on the other side. Until now I 
didn't realize that it doesn't matter 
what's on the other side. What 
matters is that I opened the door. 

I know it will be hard to do. I 
know at times I will feel as though I 
have accomplished nothing or end 
up experiencing utter failure. But I 
know people who have gone before 
me and done the same thing, people 
in my life that I see\as strong and 
fearless and, mqst of all, happy. 
I know that it is possible to live 
without fear and without regret. 
It's only a matter of being strong 
enough to defeat the fear inside of 
me, of accepting the world around 
me, and of never ever forgetting 
that it doesn't matter what you 
accomplish in life, but how you 
accomplished it.

According to Jerry 
Hall, the American Indian 
Languages ·committee 
coordinator, LCC has 
quite a number of Native 
American students. While 
not all of them are members 
of tribes, many of those 
students are interested in 
learning a Native American 
language to satisfy language 
requirements. 

"We would like to see 
American Indian Languages 
101, 102, and 103, parallel to 
the other foreign language 
offerings," Carkin said. 

As for which language is 
taught, Hall says, '\vhoever we 
end up selecting will determine 
which language or languages 
that we actually offer." Orr.kin 
added, 'The language depends 
on who fills the position and 
whatlanguagetheyareproficient 
speaking." 

According to Hall, there 
are a number of Native 
American languages in 
Oregon, 8,500 across the 
nation, but the focus here will

be on a northwest language, 
preferably from Oregon. 
'There are students from 
Oregon tribes and we may 
be able to offer them the 
opportunity to learn their 
own language," Hall said. 

The intention is to start 
the 101 series next fall, 
but no later than next 
year. The AIL is working 
on finding curriculum 
and getting the right kind 
of electronic equipment 
to assist students with 
learning the language. 

Spilde believes that the 
way to give the program 
a good start is to bring in 
someone who can make 
a difference in the Native 
American Language 
program, help with the 
curriculum, and connect 
with the tribes.

Sophomore sprinter Phil Alexander was 
named the most outstanding meet performer

Demimonde Slumber Party is demanding 
new attention with the release of its new CD, 
"Green." 

The CD release is bound to birth new 
attention on the Eugene scel)e, as the band has 
lain dormant or close to it for several years after 
bassist Tim Romain left for Seattle. 

Since the late '90s the band has played off and 
on for various benefits, but the shows so few and 
far between could not satisfy Melissa Lubofsky or 
her i;ight-harid woman, drummer Kim Lindquist. 
The two invited Romain to take a few long 
weekends in Eugene to produce "Green." 

DSP offers an eclectic sort of music that • is 
reminiscent of '6os psychedelic rock, but with 
sporadic pop-punk sounds that keep listeners on 
their toes. While both the music and vocals often 
sound light and bubbly, the lyrics are profound 
and the end product is more than just catchy. 

Lubofsky, lyricist, vocalist and guitarist, 
is probably to credit for any fragments of 
psychedelic rock, as she names a lot of '60s rock 
and early Bowie as her ~uences. It is th~e 

influences that take DSP from the dime-a-dozen 
pop-punk bands littering the music scene to 
a unique and talented band that offers an all-
around fun experience. • 

Despite her great influence, Lubofsky alone 
could not carry the band. Sitting right behind her 
at the drum set is Lindquist, who holds the band 
together with her ability to play anything. 

Lindquist began playing drums at age 12 and 
her many experiences with various bands in the 
Bay Area allows her the talent to wail on the 
drums in true thrash punk style one second then 
switch it up to something mellow and melodic 
the next. 

There is no denying the chemistry between 
Lindquist and Lubofsky, but DSP wouldn't 
be DSP without Romain. Romain commands 
personal attention, not just because he is the only 
male in the group, but because of his versatility. 
Jazz and reggae are just a couple genres Romain 
tackles in addition to rock. Not only does he 
employ the use of several bases throughout the 
CD, but he also lends. his vocals in harmony with 
Lubofsky. 

The track list on "Green" is just as diverse 
as DSP's band members. The first track 
"Santa Barbara" characterizes the band's early

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Multi-cultural 
director retires 
after-2 7 years

Torch: First of all, I'd like you to explain your 
job and the Multi-Cultural Center a little bit'. 

Mesquita: The multi-cultural center has been 
here since 1973, and it's for everybody. It's a place 
where students can come and relax in between 
classes. Everyone is welcome here. 

We house some of the student clubs ... We are 
also under the umbrella of student leadership 
and student development. We even do some 
events and work closely with the instructional 
deparanent whenever we can. Sometimes we 
bring speakers or lecturers or videos and we 
show some of the videos that are being shown in 
some of the classrooms... We also do academic 
advising. 

I'm bi-lingual, Spanish/English, so we also 
work a _lot with our community and a lot of the 
Spanish-speaking community will call me when 
they have questions about· 'how do I go to LCC?' 
whether it's ESL classes or dealing with careers 
or just questions, even about immigration. Even 
though I don't dQ immigration, they know that 
I know a lot about it because I was involved in 
the 1986 Immigration Act... so that's how a lot of 
people got to know who I was ... We do a little bit 
• of everything. 

Torch: So, what made you decide it was time 
to retire? 

Mesquita: [I decided to retire] because 
it's been [almost] 27 years, and I didn't think 
I needed to wait 30 years to retire. I think it's 
time for new blood, new people coming in ·with 
new ideas and more energy. My energy is kind of 
waning now. The other reason is that I've seen so 
many students go through LCC then continue to 
go to the U of O and graduate, but when it starts 
coming to grandchildren, I think it's time for me 
togo. 

Torch: What experiences [at LCC] will you 
take with you when you go? 

Mesquita: The better question would be 
'what am I going to miss.' I'm going to miss the 
students, but taking? I'll take all the students, all 
the memories, all the successes of the students 
that have gone by. I'll remember seeing them 
graduate at the various universities, and some of 
them going on to get their Master's [degrees] and 
then them being my coworkers or my network. 
That's what I will take. 

Torch: What do you plan to do with your free 
time in retirement? 

Mesquita: I am going to relax; that's for 
sure. I'm not just going to stop there, though. I'm 
going to be here in Eugene for another three or 
four years then I'm going to go home to Arizona 
where my family is. But I do plan to study. I plan 
to study herbal remedies, because I want to give 
back to my community, the Latino community. 
Herbal remedies are preventative and natural. It's 
something that my community understands, that 
we grew up with. [I want to help] because medical 
insurance is so expensive and not everyone is able

to afford it. If they can turn to herbal remedies 
and get what they need, that's what I want to do. 

Torch: So, where do you plan to study herbal 
remedies? . 

Mesquita: It will be independent study 
somewhat, because I know a lot of people in 
town who know quite a bit about it. But there are 
some programs in which I can study and get a 
certificate. 

One of them happens to be run by the lady who 
owns Mrs. Thompson's Gifts and Folklore. She 
works with LCC also and teaches those classes 
through LCC co-op. I'm hoping to do that, but 
I have to be accepted and she only accepts 10 
people.

Torch: So, you're going home to Arizona in a 
few years. Do you have any plans for that time? 

Mesquita: I want to continue with 1py idea 
of herbal remedies. I'm hoping to open up an 
apothecary in Arizona - if not in Phoenix where 
my family is, I want to move up to the cooler 
country in Arizona (Flagstaff or Prescott.) And if 
not there, maybe New Mexico. It's not that far. 

.Torch: If you had to give one piece of advice to 
leave as your legacy at LCC, what would you say 
both to students and faculty? 

Mesquita: Stay open. Be open. Share. Listen 
to one another and do communicate, because if 
you can't communicate with one another, things 
will not change. So, listen.

with LCC for second with 160 points. Spokane ran 
away with the title after scoring 236. 

"We knew Spokane would be the team to beat," 
O'Connor said. "They are one of the best teams I 
have ever seen. They scored in 21 of 22 events." 

LCC got second place finishes from Jason 
McGhee in the 400 (48.89), pole vaulter Keegan 
Burnett (16 feet even), Nick Shannon in the shot 
put (48 - 3), A.J. Casteel in the 1,500 (4:00.18) and 
Tyler Richardson in the javelin (199 - 5). 

Katie Gilbert scored 26 individual points to usher 
the Titans into a second place finish (156), six points 
ahead of Clark. 

Gilbert earned the victory in the 10,000 (40: 
33.84) and second place in the 5,000 (18:43.43) and 
3,000 (10:51.18). 

"She [Gilbert] is really talented and will be one of 
the top returnees for cross-country and track next 
year," said O'Connor, who was named women's 
coach of the year. 

Spokane took home· the women's title after 
scoring 181 points. 

"Spokane was beatable, we just didn't put it 
together," O'Connor said. "What hurt us was ·an 
injury to Janey Davis. A hamstring injury reafly hurt 
our chances because she was unable to race beyond 
any prelims and she was the opening leg on both 
relays." 

Both relay teams finished in third place. 
Judith Burnett won the shot put (39 - 8) and 

finished fourth in the hammer throw (129 - 8) and 
discus (114 - 8). Teammate Emily Brown ended in 
second place in the shot put (38 - 2), the 'hammer 
throw (164 even) and the discus (132 - 3). 

"She [Brown] has been very. steady all year," 
O'Connor said. "We are able to depend on her." 

With the season ending second place finishes, 
O'Connor now focuses on the future.
