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Illegally parked vehicles
targeted for theft

Public safety officers warn drivers against dangers
of parking off campus with visable valuables

According to reports, two illegally parked vehicles near the LCC campus
fell victim to theft last week. The two cars were parked on East Way, a
county road that is not patrolled by LCC’s Public Safety officers.

There is no suspect information and very little information regarding
the stolen items.

Public safety officer Jim Harris strongly urges students to park only
in areas patrolled by campus officers and “when possible, find alternate
forms of transportation.”

“Realize that we have around 3,800 parking spaces in the parking lot
and during the first few weeks, we have about 5,000 cars trying to use
those spaces,” he said.

While a theft report was filed for these break-ins, there was little public
safety could do as the crime occurred off campus property.

Because the crime occurred on a county road, the sheriff’s office was

Getting your moneys worth: the

high cost of living in Eugene
Why local housing costs keep getting higher and higher

Editor’s note: This is the
first of a two part series
that explores the high cost of
housing in the Eugene area.

The real estate business is
on the up and up, at least in
Eugene, Oregon.

Housing in Eugene has
been rising in price since the
early 80’s and continues to rise
today, a phenomenon that has
many wondering how far this
real estate boom is going to go
and why it’s been happening in
the first place.

“We do have some of the
highest housing costs in the
nation. Twenty years ago you
could buy a house here for
about $130,000, depending on
the location, maybe $350,000
if it was in good condition. In
California it would sell for well
over half a million, maybe a
million dollars,” Kathy Adair,
a senior loan officer and
construction specialist with
Wells Fargo in Eugene says,

“It's a combination of a
variety of things. Interest rates
have stayed low and they have
been low for a period of time
which allows us to buy more
than what we could under
normal circumstances. In
1983 we started to see some
drop, and the rates are still
exceedingly low.”

“The government has been
very pro-building and housing
market and has had to be to
keep the economy going,” said
Adair. “Initially rates were
lowering because they wanted
everybody to take the excess
equity out of their property
and refinance either into
the community, into buying
things, putting their money
back into economy instead of
letting it sit there. When they
realized they had pretty well
tapped out that market, now
the big surge is for purchases
and first time buyers and
emerging markets.”

But low rates alone have not
been fueling the industry in
Eugene. The roots of this boom
started in the 80’s with the low
interest rate, but began to take
off as interest in the Eugene
area grew.

“Another thing is the influx
of people,” said Adair. “We
have a fair amount of people
that have come into the area
and that is driving up the
market. They are selling their
homes in Idaho and California,
Colorado, and they’re coming
up here with a handful of cash
and so they are spending more
money.”

According to Watkins,

people are moving here for a
number of reasons.

“I think it’s quality of life,”
said Watkins. “I have a lot of
clients from California that

are not pleased with their life
situation. Lots of them are very
displeased with the education
their children would get. They
can’t afford to give them the
education they’d like to. If they
were up here, they could have
the same house for a lot less
money, and have money left
over to give their kids a private
education if they need to.”

“I have a client who came
from New York,” said Watkins.
“He and his wife interviewed
the people at Sacred Heart:
They interviewed several
schools here. They went to
Bend and looked. They decided
that the quality of public
education here was better than
what their kids could receive
in New York.”

Adair thinks people are
moving to Eugene “because it’s
apretty area. Because there are
areas for kids to go to school.
We have FHA loans in which
the occupying borrower does
not have to have income, so
we see a lot of parents buying
homes for students. We have
a lot of different education
institutions in this area. I
think that definitely keeps our
population diverse and makes
it an attractive area to move
into.”

In fact, the amount of
parents buying homes for their
children who attend college in

Beloved instructor Glenna Clemens
died Sept. 18 after suffering a stroke.

Clemens was an instructor in the
nursing program at LCC where she had
taught since 1976.

As a co-op education instructor
for the nursing program she helped
students apply their knowledge with
on the job training. “She loved working
with her students,” said co-worker
and friend Julia Munkvold, Nursing
Program Coordinator.

“She was so centered and calm and
professional. Nothing rattled her.
She had experience as an emergency
room nurse and it showed. She
had a composer in crisis that was
outstanding,” said Munkvold.

Reflecting on Clemens work life,

becoming a part of the University
system in 2007.

“It was her dream of that to come
true,” said Munkvold.

The mostimportantthingto Clemens
was her family. She had a very active
personal life. She married her high
school sweetheart Armond Clemens on
Feb. 7, 1968. They spent a lovely trip in
Italy over the summer.

The couple had four daughters,
Laurie Spellman, Christy Hakala and
Annie Clemens, Amie Angelastio and
seven grandchildren.

According to Munkvold, she was fun
and inspiring. “She is well missed. Her
picture is on many of our desks right
now,” said Munkvold.

Clemens was born July 21, 1945,
in Eugene, to Jack and Ann McKay

Sandgathe.

She was raised in Springfield and
graduated from St. Francis High
School in 1963. She received a degree
in nursing from Sacred Heart School
of Nursing in 1966 and a bachelor’s
degree from the University of Oregon
in 1968. She received her master’s
degree in public health from Oregon
Health Sciences University in 1973.

She enjoyed golf, travel, spending
time with her grandchildren, flower
gardening, camping and reading.
She belonged to the Oregon Nursing
Association and the Eugene Country
Club.

Public Safety officer advises students and
faculty to avoid nature trails at night

Reports of a cougar sighting
near the LCC campus reached the
Public Safety office last weekend.
The alleged cougar was said to be
moving through the brush just
behind the south parking lots.

Public Safety officer Jim
Harris confirmed that these
sightings are not unusual, saying
that “there is usually a sighting
every two to three weeks.”

He noted that the sightings
are in conjunction

Harris calls “common sense.”
Humans should not approach
the animal or follow it when it
retreats. He also advises that no
one ‘go walking on the nature
trails after dark, as most cougars
sightings have occurred at night.
The reports may be startling
to students, in light of a recent

report, the same sheriff’s office
that possesses the authority to
administer $80 fines for such
parking violations.

Vehicles parked in a way
that obstructs a county road are
actually at risk of being towed.

Harris believes petty theft,
especially car break-ins, is less
prevalent in patrolled areas, but
he also offers common sense
crime prevention tips to drivers
wishing to avoid theft.

“Don’t leave anything of value
visible in your vehicle, including
text books and CDs. Take the
face plates off of high end stereos
and don’t park in places where
people can easily hide in brush,”
Harris said.

He went on to recommend
that people label valuable things.

sighting in Eugene, reported by a
University of Oregon students on
Wednesday, Sept. 21, but neither
sightings are unique in their
nature.

Cougar sightings have
skyrocketed over the last 10
years, jumping from only 151 in
1992 to a whopping 921 in 2000.

Accordingtomuchspeculation,
however, the source of the reports
may not be an increase of cougar
population or even much of an
increase in sightings.

In the 1800s former president
dor osevelt was quoted

o much loose
Id fables as

cutive director of predator
defense Brooks Fahy told the
Register Guard, “99.9 percent of
alleged cougar sightings are, in
fact, most likely something else.”
Whether or not the sightings
were real, Harris encourages
students and faculty alike to
exercise caution after dark, if
nothing else, for safety’s sake.

“People often don’t know
serial numbers,” he said. “So we
don’t have a way of tracking it
back.”

In addition to the risk of
leaving a vehicle isolated in an
unpatrolled area, Harris reminds
people that illegally parked
vehicles, even on campus, will
be fined.

While the public safety fine
for parking illegally is only $20
in comparison to the county’s
$80, the punishment for parking
in a spot designated for disable
people is $120.

“We encourage all people to
drive safely, courteously and
responsibly,” Harris said. “There
is heavy pedestrian and vehicle
traffic in this area and one
accident has already occurred
this school year.”

ASLCC senators celebrate Constitution Day with a water balloon fight re-enacting the conflict be-

LCC commemorates American
Constitution with workshops, forums
ASLCC responds to federal mandate with a day of celebration

The Associated Students
of LCC held the very
first Constitution Day on
Wednesday, Oct. 5. The
celebration consisted of a
series of events ranging from
debates on constitutional
issues to a water balloon fight
mimicking the battle between
the federalists and anti-
federalists.

The decision to celebrate
the constitution came in
response to a federal mandate,
holding that all institutions
receiving federal money for
education shall commemorate
Constitution Day in some
manner.

“Constitution Day is on
Sept. 17 of every year. The
funny part is that Constitution
Day falls on a day that LCC or
pretty much any college or
university is not in session...
We found out that we can
do something worthwhile
as long as it is somewhat
close to Constitution Day.
So, that is why we chose Oct.
5,” said Jeremy Riel ASLCC
president.

The group took the idea,
forced by the law, and ran

away with it. Riel explained
that he saw great potential in
the event early on, and decided
to take the opportunity to
“give students a chance to
formulate their own opinions
on issues.”

During the event, students
had several opportunities
both to learn about and
develop opinions regarding
the constitution.

The first of these
opportunities was a forum
with state legislators and
board of education members.
The legislators and board
members discussed what the
constitution meant to them
and finished with a question/
answer session.

There .was also a
constitutional debate between
the University of Oregon’s
debate team and LCC’s team.

And for those who had
alreadyformed opinionsabout

the constitution, a number of-

hot topics were addressed
including the abridgement
of free speech, the status of
the constitution as a static
or a living document, as well
as the power of the Supreme
Court.

“The  workshops are
designed to be a tool to
help attendees decide for

themselves how they view
issues. We just want to open
up the communication and
dialogue. The facilitator will
attempt to host a discussion
that will not be partisan-
centered, but will look for all
aspects of an argument or
side,” Riel said.

Later, in Bristow Square,
the federalists and anti-
federalists took to a physical
expression of their outrage.

“In honor of our founders,
we are going to recreate the
hostilities that were present
during the constitutional
convention with a water
balloon fight,” Riel said.

While the water fight
entertained several students,
the attention of many was
aroused by the opportunity
for a continuing education
course on their transcripts.

“If a student attends
workshops, movies or the
speaker panel, he or she is
eligible to register for a non-
credit course, Riel said.

“This will appear on
transcripts as ‘Constitution
Seminar,” which looks great
for anyone looking to go
into law, political science, or
social studies. Also, it looks
great on college entrance or
scholarship applications.”
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These LCC students have earned a GPA of 4.0 or higher for twelve graded credit hours.

Cherry Poppin’ Daddies play at the
Eugene Celebration

“You'’re in my Sockable Face Club; you got a
punchable face, bub!” These were the words swingingly
sung by Steve Perry, lead vocalist for the Cherry
Poppin’ Daddies. Most people know them from “Zoot
Suit Riot,” the hit song (and only song) that sent them
into the mainstream music world in the late 9os.

The Cherry Poppin’ Daddies were personable,
exciting, and wildly entertaining Saturday night as they
lit up the City Hall Stage at the Eugene Celebration. The
show had everyone's toes tapping and heads bobbing,
no matter their age, gender, or background.

Formed in Eugene around 1989, the Cherry Poppin’

Perry called “record company mismanagement in the
press,” the movement fizzled out.

Their Eugene following definitely didn’t fizzle
out with “Zoot Suit Riot.” The crowd was more than
ecstatic to have the band come on stage.

The show was full of energy. Every single person
on stage and in the crowd visibly enjoyed the
entertainment.

Dancing, jumping, and swinging the microphone,

Perry couldn’t have stood still if he tried, and neither
could anyone in the audience. Since the Daddies have
roots in Eugene, they love playing in town, and have a
sizable local following.

The Cherry Poppin’ Daddies personahzed their
Eugene show, and make all kinds of local references.
This helped to get the crowd even more riled up. Having
a group of musicians they can be proud of brings out a
lot of closet swing fans to support one of the two most
popular bands to come out of Oregon (the other being
Everclear).

With songs like “Flovilla Thatch vs. the Virile
Garbage Man,” “Pink Elephant,” and “Sockable
Face Club,” who wouldn’t be entertained? A lot of the
music that’s been recorded by the Daddies is written
about Perry’s life growing up and living in Eugene.
The lyrics themselves were enjoyable, and sometimes
completely random, but it was watching the band with
all of their exciting and off-the-wall movements that
really completed the set.

Inflation to blame for rising tuition,

living costs

Students feel the impact of rising cost

College students faced the
burden of another tuition increase
as they entered the University of

“ Oregon this fall and now may wish

they had the affordable education,
low rent, and cheap gas of the “good
old days.”

Surprisingly, an overview of
UO tuition and fees in the last 20
years, after factoring in inflation,
suggests that the “good old days”
are still here. Moreover, the
implementation of Measure Five in
1991 did not produce the long-term
decline in enrollment as expected.

Resident students at the UO in
1984 paid $1,442 in tuition and fees
per year. Today the cost is $4,359.
That may seem to be an eye-
popping increase of 302 percent

- over a 20-year span, an average of

15 percent per year.

Yet, things are not always as they
appear. When using the Consumer
Price Index to convert 1984 tuition
to current dollar value, the tuition
is equivalent to $2,552 in today’s
market. The increase at the UO is
actually 59 percent over the 20-year
period, an average of 2.9 percent
per year.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor and
statistics shows that inflation
since 1984 factors out to about 57
percent, an average of 2. 85 percent
a year. The UO tuition increases
kept close company with the rate
of inflation, making today’s college
costs comparable to those in 1984.

Lynn D. Lachman-Ritzow
earned a B.S. in Sociology in 1986
and a B.S. in Journalism in 1992.
Tuition and fees were paid with
some family help, student loans
and part-time work. She is now a
Graduate Recruiting Coordinator
in the Chemistry Department at
the UO.

“I don’t remember thinking
that college wasn’t affordable.
I do remember thinking it was
expensive for out-of-state students.
Of course, affordability is entirely
dependent on one’s expensive
out-of-state students. Of course,

affordability is entirely dependent
on one’s ability to pay, isn’t it?” said
Lachman-Ritzow.

Theincreasein tuition and fees at
the UO hit students’ wallets hardest
in the 1991-92 school years. Tuition
in 1990 for a full-time student
carrying 12-21 credits was $1,782
per year; and by 1992, it bumped
up to $2,721 per year. Tuition had

increased by $939 in a year, a 65

percent boost. At the same time, a
full-time term was reduced to 12-
18 credit hours. Students picked up
the cost of credits in excess of 18
and the price increased each year
along with tuition.

In the fall of 1984, the student
population at the UO was 15,827
and by 1990 that figure had risen
to 18,141 students, a 14 percent
increase over the six-year period.
In 1991, Measure 5 affected
enrollment and the - student
population dropped to 16,910, a
decrease of 6.8 percent.

The fear of a permanently
declining enrollment never
materialized and the decrease was
a temporary blip on the UO data
charts. The student population
began to increase again in 1992.
According to the Oregon University
System Fact Book, 20,033 students
were enrolled at the UO by fall of
2003, an increase of 3,123 students
over the 11-year period. Those
figures surpassed the pre-Measure
5 numbers. The OUS records show
that, even in the wake of Measure
5, the UO experienced a 16 percent
increase in student population
since 1992.

Jim Gilmour, Associate Director
inthe UO Office of Student Financial
Aid and Scholarships said, “The
U of O is still affordable option,
rather than a more affordable one.
Increase in enrollment is affected
by more than just price...the pool
of potential students has increased
over that time...the introduction
of the Dean’s scholarship had
made the U of O more competitive
with -private schools and more
economically attractive.”

- Homegrown Oregon students
have always accounted for a large

portion of student population
at the UO and their numbers
continue to increase. According to
OUS, resident students numbered
10,088 in 1994, making up 60.5
percent of the student body. By
2004, that number increased to
13,755, representing a little more
than 68 percent. The cost of tuition,
even with the financial impact of
Measure 5, did not discourage
students from entering the UO.

While some students are taking
5-7 years to earn their bachelor’s
degree, OUS figures indicate that a
whopping 92 percent still graduate
from the UO in four to five years,
more than at any other Oregon 4-
year college.

Spending the costs of college
over a longer period takes a big bite
out of a student’s financial budget.
In the 2004-05 school year, a full-
time UO resident student (12-18
hours) will pay $4,374. A student
taking 12 credit hours pays $365
per credit. A student enrolled for 18
credit hours pays 33 percent less,
or $243 a credit. Taking six years
to earn a bachelor’s degree will cost
a student at least an extra $8,775 or
more if tuition rises in that period.

It may be the perception that a
dollar in the educational market
is worth less for the UO student
today than 20 years ago, but the
data reveals the opposite. Tuition
increases over the last two decades
have kept pace with inflation and
have not proven to be a financial
roadblock for students in their
quest for a college degree. The
indisputable evidence regarding a
four-year degree is that benefits in
future wages far outweigh the cost
of tuition.

According to the Oregon
Bureau of Labor and Industries,
the minimum wage in the last 20
years rose from $3.10 in 1984 to
$7.05 in 2004. That’s a whopping
227 percent. On the other hand,
appearances can be deceiving. The
$3.10 in 1984 is equivalent to $5.49
in today’s dollars.

The increase, using the CPI,

Eugene does affect the market,
although it’s not one of the main
influences.

Additionally, Watkins advises
against such purchases due to risky
financial outcomes.

“Every year I have people who
want to buy a home for their kids,”
said Watkins.

“In our market, in the last three
or four years, that’s not necessarily
been a good thing. Prices are high
and it doesn’t pencil out. What I'm
afraid of is that when they go to sell
in two or three years, they won't get
their money back.”

With the influx of people came
lenders looking to get in on the
deal.

“Six years ago a lot of lenders
came up from California and were
offering 125 percent financing.
What's happened is there have
been a fair amount of foreclosures,”
said Adair. “People think it’s going
to be a plan, consolidate their debt,
but they've already established
a pattern of spending that they
cannot seem to reign back. They
immediately get into trouble on
that extra money, and that house
is no longer worth what they’re
paying for it, so they walk away or
end up in foreclosure.”

“What happens is that because so
many homes come into foreclosure
we see more investment buying.
More investment buying continues
to increase the sales prices of the
homes.”

The latest trend in loans to
become prominent in the Eugene
area is interest-only loans.
According to both Adair and
Watkins, this is yet another fiscal
Trojan horse.

“The interest only program
allows you to be qualified at a
low rate of interest and then your
payments are not that much, but
you’re not investing in the equity,”
said Adair.

“The foreclosure rates are
beginning to increase because of
the interest-only programs, and
because the lenders writing has
been so progressive that it’s putting
people into homes that they can’t
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afford and often don’t realize how
to budget properly in order to do
that.”

“I think interest-only loans are
dangerous,” said Watkins. “When
you go to sell your house, you wont
own it. You'll have only paid the
interest. And who knows what the
interest rate will be if you want to
refinance in a few years? Money is
so cheap right now, and the interest
rates are so low, that if you can’t
get a conventional loan, then you
probably should not spend that
much money for a house.”

With the high number of people
movinginto Eugene from California
and other states, the low interest
rate, risky loan schemes creating
foreclosures and thus more houses
for sale, and the high amount of
investment buying, real estate in
Eugene is certainly booming. But
one more Eugene-specific factor is
driving up the high cost of houses;
the urban growth boundary.

“The reason our prices are up

-here (expensive) is because we have

no more land,” said Watkins. “The
urban growth boundary is set, and
until we make more land available,
the price of land will go up. Most of
us cannot afford to buy our homes
again.”

Wwith limited land available,
Eugene builders aren’t wasting
their time with low-priced houses.
Instead, they are building only
high-end houses, for which there is
a huge market from the population
influx through California, and so
the market for affordable homes is
nearly nonexistent.

“The builders are building more
expensive homes,” said Adair.
“Most builders starting in a range
of no less than $200,000. People
are selling their lower end to buy
the upper end, and that’s moving
the market up, too.”

“I understand why the builders
are doing it,” said Watkins. “There
isn’t any land. Why build affordable
housing when you can put a two
story building in the same piece of
land?”

Watkins feels that the urban
growth boundary will not be

adjusted any time soon, but in the
event that it happened, she thinks
the real estate business will only
benefit. According to Watkins, if
the growth boundary was opened,
builders would be able to build in
all economic ranges and that would
only mean more real estate business
and more population growth.

“If there were more homes
available for people, I don’t think
that would be bad for the economy,”
said Watkins. “It would be a long
time before it was bad for the real
estate boom. The more land there
is, the more affordable homes
people would be willing to build.”

Adair is optimistic about the
future of Eugene real estate.

“I don’t think the values are
going to drop,” said Adair. I don’t
think they’ll increase at the rate
that they are at this point, and that
will curtail a certain percentage
of the spending. But we’re going
to continue to see more people
coming into the area, plus we’re
seeing some set for their retirement
and want to move into the area, so
they’re building and they’re buying
for homes that they don’t intend
to really continually occupy for
another five to ten years. That’s
going to keep us going.”

“We’re going to expand like
crazy, out around all the borders,”
said Adair. “I think the houses will
plateau off as far as continuing to
increase in value. They’ll stare a
slower progression up and then it’ll
level off itself out after a while. It
depends on what industry comes
into the area. We have more jobs,
we have more houses.”

With homes in Eugene
appreciating in value by as much
as 20 percent in a year, both Adair
and Watkins suggest real estate as
a viable and wise investment choice
at this time.

“I think real estate is like stock,”
said Watkins. “If you hold it for a
long time, you'll get your money
out of it.”

“It’s one of the best investments
you can have as far as increase
in value,” said Adair. “It’s a tax
deduction for you.”

and struggling to stay on track for graduation appears
to be the common college experience.

The statistical record of graphs, spreadsheets and
charts reveal that the “good old days” of affordable
education are still here. The strongest supporting
evidence is the increasing number of students
enrolling each year at the UO, including in-state
students. Yet, every fall, incoming freshman at the UO,
like their predecessors, will envy “yesterday’s” cheap
education when they feel the pitch of their own college

actually averaged 1.4 percent a year. While the
minimum wage continues to lag behind inflation,
working remains an inescapable reality for most
college students, not to pay tuition, but to supplement
living expenses.

For generation to generation, the normal rite of
passage for most college students necessities groaning
under the burden of tuition, fees, books, rent, and
low-paying jobs. The strain of studying into the wee
hours of the morning, cramming for exams, working
