For 17 years the Whiteaker 
Community Head Start 
Center has been the site of a 
Thanksgiving dinner aimed 
at feeding the less fortunate. 
Little has changed as this 
year a plethora of LCC's or­
ganizations have already 
contributed to the dinner. It 
begins at 11 a.m. on Nov. 24. 

The feast is organized 
entirely by volunteers. ASLCC, 
the Oregon Students Public 
Interest Research Group and 
the LCC Culinary and Food 
Service departments are 
among the contributors for 
the event, organized in part 
by Cooperative Education 
coordinator Beverly Farfan. 

"I've been doing this for ten 
years," said Farfan. "There are 
many people who really want 
to do things (to help)." 

There will be a literal ton 
of turkey served at the dinner; 
2,000 lbs. of poultry are 
sitting in a refrigerated van in 
Farfan's driveway. 

Both ASLCC and OSPIRG 
plan to help out with the event 
in different ways. 

ASLCC will set up for the 

event the day before it occurs. 
"The senate wanted to do 

something for the event," 
said ASLCC president 
Jeremy Riel. "It's really 
quite important to them 
to (reach out) to the 
community. 
They felt that 
the best way 
that we can get 
all of our group 
together at one 
time is to help 
prep the food." 

OSPIRG 
has been 
helping 
out with 
the dinner 
since 2002. 
This year they 
are peeling 
potatoes on 
Sunday from 
10 a.m. to 2 
p.m. atLCC. 

E a c h 
group has a 
different motive for 
participating in the 
charity event. 

"One of the main (visions) 
for ASLCC is community 
service and community 
outreach," said Riel. "This is 
a great opportunity to realize 
that vision." 

"If each of us donated a week 
of our time, so much would be 
done," said OSPIRG Hunger 
and Homelessness campaign 

coordinator Matt Yook. "The 
world would be such a better 

place." 
Last year 2,500 people 

were fed at the Whiteaker 
dinner. This year, Farfan 
expects the same number 

to be fed, and 
has 600 people 
helping her with 
the event. Not

91d school building sold 
LCC Board approves the sale 
of the original building used 
for classes in Cottage Grove

The LCC Board of Education approved the 
sale of the college's old Cottage Grove building 
to the Old Time Gospel Fellowship for $165,000, 

by a 7-0 vote at its Oct. 12 meeting. 
There were no objections from the audience 

to the sale of the property. Papers were signed 
Wednesday night, Nov. 9. 

The building, which is located at 103 

Fifth Street, had been up for sale since Feb­
ruary. There had been a sale of it last summer 
but the buyer, or buyers, withdrew their offer. 

The old Cottage Grove building had been 
constructed in 1937 as a car dealership and 
was purchased by LCC shortly after it had been 
remodeled in 1969. 

All LCC classes in Cottage Grove were 
held there until Fall term 1997 when they 
were moved into the present building at 1275 

South River Road. After that, the old building 
was used for a few classes until Spring term, 
1997. 

Proceeds from the sale of the building were 
allocated to the Capital Projects Fund. 
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Students unite 
against Budget 
Reconciliation bill 
Campaigning 
continues against 
the proposed $14.3 
billion cut to student 
loan programs

Oregon legislators delayed 
voting on the proposed Budget 
Reconciliation which would 
leave the financial aid program 
short $14.3 billion. 

With an extra week to 
campaign against the bill 
that would cut a total of $70 
billion from a number of 
federal programs, student 
groups and other progressive 
organizations are making their 
voices heard. 

Valerie Goodness, a 
volunteer . for the grassrqots 
campaign MoveOn, kicked 
off a forum in which students 
and other citizens affected by 
the potential cuts spoke out 
against the proposal. 

Goodness feels very strongly 
about the cuts, as she is both a 
student and the single mother 
of a disabled child dependent 
on Medicaid. 

After retiring as a firefighter/ 
paramedic, she went back to 
school in search of training for 
a career that would allow her 
time and energy to take care of 

her son. 
"And now they're trying 

to cut my school funding," 
Goodness said. 

But she is only one of 
hundreds of thousands of 
people at risk due to the 
proposed cuts. In Oregon 
alone, 637,000 people are on 
Medicaid and 420,000 people 
dependant on foot stamps 
to survive. As for higher 
education, 100,000 students 
in Oregon could not afford 
college without student loans. 

Loans are crucial to so 
many students because of 
decreasing availability and 
strict requirements for grants. 

Hundreds of thousands of 
students fall between the cracks 
in the sense that they make 
too much money to qualify for 
grants, yet fall drastically short 
of being able to pay for college 
out of their pockets. 

"I am completely reliant on 
student loans because I worked 
full time before college," college 

• student and forum speaker Joy 
Gibson said. 

In addition to the efforts 
of Goodness and the rest of 
MoveOn, the United States 
Student Association is urging 
students to contact their 
elected officials with the 
Stop the Raid on Student Aid 
campaign. 

The USSA is distributing

New learning 
community focuses 
on liberal arts

Transforming lives through 
learning is the objective of LCC's 
newest learning community. 
Investigate The Body is a three 
class learning community that 
incorporates drawing, dance and 
writing classes. 

"It is meant to be an alternative 
to academic learning, using the 
body's own intelligence to access 
memory, identity, wounds and 
healing," learning community 
instructor J.S. Bird said. 

Bird will teach Intermediate 
Drawing (Art 231) as part of the 
learning community. 

What makes this community 

special is that it allows individuals 
to identify with who they are on 
the inside and then apply what 
has been learned to the outside. 

"It can be difficult to slow 
down... even when trying to 
relax, mental clutter can make it 
difficult. The class structure can 
encourage presentness," student 
Emily Joyce said. Joyce has been 
taking Dancing the Fluid Body, 
based on Continuum Movement, 
offered by instructor Bonnie 
Simoa for nearly a year (Dance 
172). 

"The learning community 
is turning the .lens towards the 
body," Simoa said. 

The course that she teaches 
focuses on breathing techniques, 
use of sound, micro movements 
and wave motion. 

"Creative energy is often

Few things could prove as useful to LCC's students as the 
newly updated databases. 

Enrollment in Lane has its benefits. Free bus passes, a good 
education and the use of an amazing array of databases. 

The most well known databases can be found on the web. 
Take Google for example, or Yahoo. Extensive "search engines" 
are just collections of data that can be accessed from one ''base" 
area. 

LCC's own library website has more than 50 individual 
databases ranging from an Auto Repair Reference Center to the 
New York Times online. There's possibly everything a student 
could need. 

As tuition rises every year there are always contributing 
factors. LCC subscribes to these newspapers and magazines to 
help students to access information easier. 

"They are awesome, just awesome. The programs searches 
are real precise and allow you to find the information you are 
looking for," Jen Ferro, a library staff member said. 

Precise is an understatement. Some of these engines can 
deliver books within three days. Part of the database is called 
the Summit, an extensive collection of 33 Pacific Northwest 
universities collective library and databases. Not finding the 
right book in the library might be hard, but the site will access 
The Summit. 

The Summit will search through UO's library, WOU, OSU 
and 28 other databases. If the file is found at one of these 
schools it can be photocopied or sent to LCC and will arrive in 
three days. •

Late on Friday afternoons 
there are few workers and even less food. 
The cafeteria is trying to close down for 
the weekend and the chances of getting 
a quality meal are pretty slim.

bug. The difference between 
an opinion piece designed to 
clear the air, and one designed 
to inflame, is the difference 
between oxygen and napalm. 

While we might use the 
general term "slavery" to 
describe different levels of 
oppression experienced by LCC 
students and employees while 
on the "academic plantation,", 
academic slavery and wage 
slavery (oppressive workplace) 
are both voluntary. 

I mean voluntary in the 
sense that no one would choose 
to enter a hostile learning or 
working environment, unless 
that environment was necessary 
to achieve another larger goal. 

You expect and accept a 
certain level of abuse and 
oppression going into the 
military for example, but 
you can reasonably expect 
protection from rape. 

Whether or not you actually 

get protection is another story. 
Chattel slavery is when a . 

person is considered property 
and not even human, and can be 
worked for little or no wages or 
simply room and board. Today 
that state can only legally be 
applied to prisoners. 

Illegally, chattel slavery 
has returned to the United 
States, and once again is largely 
confined to people .of color. 
Such people are forced to work 
against their will, for little or no 
wages and are subject: to rape 
and abuse with no recourse 
unless their "employer-owners" 
get caught. 

However oppressed or 
abused one might feel after 
an encounter with Lane 
staff, one does have rights, 
responsibilities, and choice.

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Former Dead Head shows us that 
once rou're down, you're not out 
Michelle Romero 
recounts how she 
got to LCC a~er 
struggling with a 
meth addiction

Whoever said there are no 
second chances never met 
Michelle Romero. Five years 
ago, this LCC chemistry major 
was serving a one-year sentence 
in the Lane County Jail for nine 
felony convictions. This spring 
she became the first in her 
family to earn a college degree: 
an MOT from LCC. She is 
currently enrolled at LCC and 
the University of Oregon. 

Romero spent her formative 
years living alternately with 
her father in Las Vegas and her 
mother in North Carolina. She 
left home at 14 to travel with the 
Grateful Dead for four years. 

"Going back and forth 
between my parents so much f 
said 'screw it,' and went on tour 
with the Dead, sold drugs the 
whole time," she said. "By the 
time I was 18 I'd been to every 
state in the country traveling 
with the Dead." 

When bandleader Jerry 
Garcia died in lt995, Romero 
happened to be in Eugerie and 
saw no reason to leave. . 

An addiction to meth­
amphetamines nearly de­
stroyed her life. Romero credits 
her turnaround to the time she 
spent in jail. 

"Getting into trouble and 
being able to spend all that 

. time in jail, I realized I'd lost 
my kids," she,said. "I'd lost my 
house. I'd lost my boyfriend .. I'd 
lost my life.''. 

Romero's journey to college 
started when she met LCC Adult 
Basic and Secondary Education 
instructor, Anne Monroe, while 
incarcerated. Monroe, who 
teaches GED classes to inmates, 
convinced her to get her GED. 

"I figured I might as well do 
something with my time. "I have 
a picture of me in a graduation 
gown standing by a door in the 
jail with a number over it," she 
said, laughing. 

After leaving jail, Romero 
sought treatment at the 
Women's Sponsor facility in 
Eugene and began the arduous 
process of putting her life back 
together. She enrolled at LCC in 
2001 with hopes of becoming a 
volcanologist. 

"I went to treatment to learn 
the tools to stay clean,'' she said.

"Once I started school that was 
my treatment. It keeps me away 
from everything." 

Romero decided to change 
her major to chemistry after 
taking chemistry classes from 
LCC instructor Harriet Behm. 

"Harriet was my real 
inspfration; she was the one who 
completely made me change my 
mind about my major,'' she said. 
"She made me love chemistry." 

Behm is impressed with 
Romero's drive to succeed. • 

"She will do whatever it takes 
to learn the material, hours and 
hours of studying,'' she said. 

Romero realizes she is one 
. of the lucky few who recover 
from a meth a,ddiction. A drug • 
counselor told her only one out 
of 11 meth addicts ever make a 
full recovery. 

"A lot of people I went to 
treatment with did the same 
thing I did, got clean and start 
going to school, but started 
disappearing after awhile,'' 
Romero said. 

Math has been her greatest 
challenge in college. Currently 
enrolled in .Calculus 251, she 
started out in Math 10. • 

"For awhile there me and my 
14 year-old daughter were on 
the same level math,'' she said. 

She credits her children as 
her motivation to stay clean. 

"My kids were in foster care 
for 18 months. I was one week 
away from having my parental 
rights taken awaypermanently," 
she said. 

Homework is a family affair 
at the Romero house. 

"My seven year-old never has 
homework to do, she'd be.like, 
'It's not fair-I want homework!' 
So .we made up homework for 
her so she could be included in 
our little homework group," she 
said. • • 

Romero has faced the 
challenge of balancing school 
and family with the necessity 
of working. Her crimes left her 
owing more than $11,000 in 

• fines and restitutions. For the 
·past four years, she has worked 
40 hours a week while attending 

school full time. 
"I worked 20 to 25 hours 

a week at Wendy's and 20 to 
25 hours a week at the (LCC) 
Bookstore," she said. 

This term she cut back to one 
Cooperative Work experience 
job at the UO. She contrasts 
working those jobs with her 
days as a drug dealer. 

"I made a lot of money, over 
$500,000 in a year and didn't 
have a thing to show for it. We 
lived in a van and used to go· to 
the soup kitchens every night. 
Now I have everything: a house, 
a car, my license, furniture. I 
have my kids back," she said. 

Getting her life back on 
track has been a series of small 
victories for Romero. 

"I just got my car last year, 
and insurance, full coverage, 
I've never had that,'' she said. 
In addition, financially she is 
starting to see results. "I got 
my credit built back up and 
started getting credit cards. It's 
kind of crazy because all my 
felonies were like identify theft, 
computer crime • and fraud," 
Romero said. 

Leaming is· Romero's 
objective, not just getting a 
passing grade. "I don't focus 
on my GPA; I want to learn the 
material. Even if I get a C or B in 
a class, if I don't get it, I'll take 
that class again," she said. 

Romero's schedule has her at 
school from 8 a.m. until 7 p.m. 
every day. Her children help 
out at home so she can attend 
college in order to be able to 
send them to college, she said. 

After graduating with a B.S. 
degree in chemistry1 Romero 
plans to earn a degree in , 
forensics, possibly at Oregon 
State University. 

Her long-term goal is to work 
with DNA testing to help find the 
perpetrators of unsolved "cold 
cases" and to free prisoners 
convicted of crimes they did not 
commit. 

She is aware that her felony 
convictions may make it 
impossible for her to find work 
in police forensics. 

"My past couldjeoparqize all 
that, but I'm willing to take that 
risk.'' To• that end, she keeps 
track of her accomplishments 
in turning her life around and 
hopes to petition the governor 
to have her records sealed. 

Reflecting on her past.­
Romero is keenly aware that 
she has overcome challenges 
that, in the words of Beh:rri, 
"many of us only read about." 
Still, she does not see herself as 
unique or special. . 

"Heyifl could do this, anyone 
can," she said .. 

Be terrified 
of your turkey 
no more 
Simple tips and information to help 
the rookie turkey cooker 

Thanksgiving is by far one· of the most wjdely celebrated 
holidays ever, and while it's evolved over the years a 
little, the main points still ring true. People cook turkeys, 
potatoes, beans, whatever, and get their family together to 
eat. • 

Along with most everyone celebr~ting Thanksgiving, 
most everyon~ has a Thanksgiving story to tell involving a 
fiasco with the turkey. 

This year, don'tlet the turkey get you down; here are 
some simple tips and some information on how to make 
that Tom just right. 
• Allow:one pound of uncooked turkey per personfrom an 

eight to twelve pound bird. ,, . 
• ~uying. extra turkey allows for those much-loved leftovers, 

but if you don't want to eat turkey until Easter, don't buy a 
30-pound turkey for a four-member family. 

• Don't thaw a turkey at room temperature; thaw it in.the 
refrigerator. Leave it in the original packaging and put it 
in a shallow pan to catch 
water. -whole turkeys thaw 
at a rate of four to five 
pounds every 24 hours. 
Example: A 15-pound 
,frozen turkey will take 
three to four full days to· 
thaw in the·refrigerator. 

• • Stuffing for the turkey 
should be prepared and 
stuffed into the turkey 
immediately before it is 
placed in the oven for 
roasting. If preparing the 
stuffing ahead ·of time, 
the wet and dry portions 
should be refrigerated 
separately and combined 
right before stuffing the 
turkey. 

• Stuff the turkey loosely, 
only about ¾ cup of 

~ 

stuffing per poup.d of turkey. _ 
• Be sure to test the internal temperature of the stuffing 

in addition to the temperature of the bird, the internal 
temperature of the stuffing should be from 160-165 F. 

• Roast the turkey in a 325 F oven in a shallow roasting 
pan so that the.oven air can ffow completely around 
the turkey. For easy clean up add ½ cup of water to the 
bottom of the pan. 

• Loosely place an aluminum foil tent .over the turkey breast 
during• the first one to one and a half hours of roasting, 
then remove it to allow the bird to browµ. 

• Don't overcook the turkey; the best way to tell if it's done 
is with a food thermometer: wThe internal temperature of 
the turkey should be 180 F in the deepest part of the thigh 
(make sure the thermometer isn't touching the bone), and 
170 F in the breast. • 

• Juices should run clear (not pink) when a long-tined fork 
is used to" pierce the thickest part of the thigh, and the 
drumsticks should be soft and move easily at the joint. 

• An 8 to 12 pound turkey will take 3 to 3 ½ hours to cook; 
while a 20 to 24 pound stuffed turkey will take 43/ 

4 
to 51/ 4 

hours to cook. ••

3 fl. oz. orange liqueur (optional) 
zest of 2 oranges, minced fine, plus their juice 

1 tbsp. grated fresh ginger 
1 tbsp. ground dried hot chilies 
½ tsp. ground mace 
pinch g~ound cloves 
3 oz. sugar 
1 tbsp. molasses · 

Bring these ingredients to a simmer - do not boil - and simmer 
for 3 minutes. • 
Add cranberries. 
Cc.mtinue to simmer until cranberries "pop" and the mixture 
begins to thicken ( do not let it get too thick). 
Adjust the seasoning (salt) to taste.

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Q SA works toward awareness, tolerance 
LCC group honors 
those killed by 
hate crimes

Raising awareness for the 
Queer/Straight Alliance on 
campus is not just for the queer 
population. Building alliances 
with the straight community 
is one of the goals the QSA 
actively pursues. 

The president of the student 
group is Jessica Williams, a 
self-described activist in the 
queer community. 

"Primarily, we're focused on 
social justice for queer issues 
building the queer community 
at Lane. (It is) a place where 
people can come and have 
dialog about queer issues and 
most of the projects we work 
on and activities that we do are 
about raising awareness. Our 
group is completely open to 
straight allies," Williams said. 

Their mission statement 
says that they are "dedicated to 
creating alliances between the 
local queer population and its 
straight allies." 

Although there have been. 
various groups of people at 
LCC coming together around 
similar needs for several 
years, this version of the QSA 
started about 5 years ago as 
the Lesbian, Bisexual, Gay, 
Transsexual Alliance. The 

group had an office in the Center 
Building where it remained 
until the 2002-03 school year, 
which is when it moved into its 
present location. 

As the LBGTA, the advisor 
was Susan Matthews. 

"It took a lot of work and 
(we) definitely had to do a 
lot of work to get the office in 
the Center Building. It was 
not an easy thing. We had to 
work hard to get that office," 
Matthews said. 

As the LBGTA became the 
QSA, it moved from being less 
of a social group and more into 
the activist arena. 

This is not to say that QSA is 
not the place to go when feeling 
marginalized by society and 
needing support. 

It is just that, but it is also 
creating awareness of the need 
for social justice and of the 
existence of hate crimes in our 
communities. 

On Monday, the group made 
an altar dedicated to those 
who have been killed because 
they were perceived to be 
transsexual, whether they were 
or not. They displayed a book 
with the names of the dead, 
in a few cases their picture, 
the location where the victims 
were murdered and a_ brief 
description of how. 

In some cases there was 
torture that led up to the killing, 
in others, so much violence led 
up to the actual murder it was 
as though the person or persons 
doing the killing wanted to kill 

the victim many times over. 
Thursday there will be 

a panel discussion as part 
of the Transgender Day of 
Remembrance. It will be in the 
Student Life and Leadership 
office from noon to 1 p.m. and 
will be followed by the film 
"Toilet Training". 

The panel discussion will 
feature Michael Samano, 
coordinator of ethnic studies, 
and Dr. Suzanne Williams, 
professor of sociology. 

Susan Williams and Michael 
Samano will lead the discussion 
to help people understand how 
all these different types of 
oppression intersect. 

"We wanted to do something 
that would help people think of 
it on a broader level than just 
the LCC community," Williams 
said. 

The panel discussion will 
include a discussion about 
intersecting oppressions and 
how they relate to hate crimes. 
Intersecting oppressions refers 
to the fact that oppressed people 
are often from overlapping 
groups. 

"Many of the people being 
killed are people of color, 
they're women, they're poor," 
Williams said. 

The QSAhas been supported 
by student fees. When they 
need money for projects, such 
as the Transgender Day of 
Remembrance, it is requested 
from the Council of Clubs. 
Future activities will include a 
retreat at one of LCC's cabins.

and homosexuality 
Bible scriptures on . 
the subject 
should not be taken 
literally

Leviticus and other bible verses 
cannot be taken literally when 
discussing homosexuality. That 
was the consensus reached by a 
recent interfaith panel discussion 
on biblical text origins at LCC. 

Recent vandalism to LCC 
Queer/Straight Alliance posters 
prompted the discussion, one _of 
a three part series titled "Sexual 
Orientation, Gender Identity and 
The Bible: Where Are You?" 

Reverend Greg Flint of the 
First Congregation of Christ and 
Rabbi Maurice Harris of Temple 
Beth Israel shared their views 
on how religious text should be 
interpreted in modern society. 
Flint expressed dismay over "how 
much controversy and pain" is 
caused by the debate over what the 
Bible says about homosexuality 

"There are no more than 
nine texts of the 66 books that 
Christians count that deal with 
the subject," he said. "Just as 
a way of comparison there are 
hundreds of texts that deal with 
economic justice. Yet here we are, 
our society, our communities, our 
families, split over nine text." 

Flint and Harris pointed 
out that if the Bible is taken 
literally the consequences would 
be unpleasant and most likely 
unacceptable too most people. 

"Leviticus 20 vs. 13 says: 'If 
a man lies with male as with a 
woman both of them shall be put 
to death'-"If we wanted to take 
this literally we would call for 
capital punishment for all same 
sex relationships, at least among 
~en," Flint said. 

Harris, who is openly gay, used 
a verse from Deuteronomy that 
calls for parents to have their 
rebellious and stubborn sons 
stoned to death, to further the 
point of literal interpretation not 
being practical. 

Questions from audience 
members were generally 
supportive of religious tolerance 
towards homosexuals. It 
was suggested that in future 
discussions a clergy member 
with a more fundamental view of 
Bible text be invited to sit on the 
discussion panel 

LCC Diversity Coordinator Jim 
Garcia, the Lane Multicultural 
Center and the Religious Response 
Network are sponsoring the 
discussion series. 

Upcoming discussions are "The 
Journey: The Bible and How It Is 
Read," on Nov. 16 and "The Bible 
and Human Rights" on Nov. 30. 

Disctissions are open to the public 
and are held from 12 p.m. to 1:30 
p.m. in Building 19, Room 226. 

"This is for students that 
want to know themselves 
better. Knowing of the self 
leads to finding one's identity," 
Bird said.

"We want writing to be

My first thought upon 
walking into Tom Lohr and 
Ann Logue's exhibit was that 
I'd stumbled into a LCC­
subsidized version of Pier One. 
The glare from various pots and 
ceramic bottles nearly blinded 
me.-

The visual shock was short­
lived as the show contained a 
few things worth seeing. 

Tom Lohr describes himself 
as a potter, and h_as been a 
"functional" one for twenty 

(''Corner Boys"), resulting in a 
shape that Lohr described as 
being like that of a giant spine. 

Along with his sculpting 
work, Lohr is also a brewer. 
He makes what he refers to as 
"good beer," which includes 
types like In.dia Pale Ale and 
Porters. 

Best of all, anyone buying a 
ceramic beer bottle from Lohr
